“Prejudice, though It has handi-
capped the Negro's advance, has
foreed Negro buslners to adopr orig-
fnal tactics and strike out toward
obLjectives generally in .advance of
the common bisiness practice. One
especially prowmising move hias bLeen
the Negro's,use of his organized buy-
ing power to force new avenues of
employment, Thesc tactics  are
spreading with cenglderable success
from city to city, West, East aml
even in the South,
