"According to the authorities, Mfr. 
Fleming was an ideal prisoner from 
the time that he entered the prison 
until the time he left. It is said that 
he never had to don the regular 
prison garb after he was there a 
short time, being such an exemplary 
prisoner. 

Mrs. Fleming, sons. a nieca and 
several friends met him on his re- 
lease and motored him to Cleveland.
