But right now it studiously 
ignores news about “Negro Does His Share!" You know where this 
puts us with the average white reader. 
However, liberals in the white Press want to help. Recently, with 

permission of the Negro Publishers association. they: ran a few 
ieprints from the Negro Préss—accounts by Negro War Correspond- 
ents of combat exploits of the doughty 24th and 93rd in the South 
Pacific. Other daily papers picked it up. Whites found out for the 
first time that Negroes were actually fighting, killing and being 
killed, doing their share. It was

IN ENGLAND, when U. S. southern cracker soldiers tell the aver- 
age Englishman not to invite Negro soldiers to his home,.and not 
to treat them as equals, the Britisher gets stubborn and goes out of 
his way to pass up white boys and to invite every darkling he can 
find. He shows ’em nobody can shove him around. 
Down in our lynch, cotton, and bible-belt, rich Republicans poured 

in plenty of cash to promote a Negro-and-New-Deal-Hate Campaign 
to defeat Senators Pepper of Florida, and Hill of Alabama. But the 
average cracker proved as stubborn as a Britisher, refused to be 
shoved into race hate by. any damyankee rich Republicans, and 
voted Hill and Pepper back in.

You remem 
ber it was-made into a war bond 
poster.
