“As the train went around a bend near Courtland, 
Miss.. we saw two bodies of Nearoes hanaina from a 
tree. I was a child but I never have for- 
gotten it. How much more ‘scared’ can 
you be than that? In Mississippi, last 
year, when the white boy on the bicycle 
shot the Negro boy, after the church 
bombing, that was a gun used by a child. 
Nobody screamed in horror about that. 
I'm not a Muslim, but when someone 
comes along who helps Negroes see that 
if they don’t smoke, don’t chew, don't 
drink, they're taking millions away from 
white business, I'm for them. We are not 
producers, we are consumers. I don't Malcolm X 
think Malcolm is wrong. What is wrong about protecting 
yourself?”

Mississippi has apparently not changed much ac- 
cording to SNCC field workers .in town to help raise 
funds for SNCC’s Mississippi Summer Project. The 
rights organization hopes to put over 2,000 teachers, reg- 
istration workers, artists, remedial reading experts, ete., 
in the state this summer. Mrs. Mildred Shaw is one Chi- 
cagoan trying to set up a series of coffee hours to raise 
funds. 

Out of more than 250,000 Negroes of voting age in 
the state, only 22,000 are registered. SNCC is also urging 
that pressure be brought against the federal government 
to move into ole Miss forthwith to ensure vating, and 
to provide massive educational and economic aid. A SN- 
CC backed integrated group of delegates will seek to be 
seated at the Democratic National Convention, too. 

The telecasts of the all-out religious rally backing 
civil rights in the Washington area were tremendous. 
The rally of 4,000 representatives of Protestantism, Cath- 
olism, and Judaism seemed to have the fervor of last 
summer's great March on Washington. If the good people 
of this country are finally becoming aroused to their ob- 
ligations as Americans, it could mean great and rapid 
change.
