certain intercalary days. 

Baha’u'llah designated 
those days as the “Ayyam-i- 
Ha’? and ordained that they 
should immediately precede 
the month of fasting. The 
Intercalary Days are de- 

voted to feasting, rejoicing, 

and charity. 

The month of fasting ‘is 

from ‘March 2. through 
March 20 when it is termi- 
nated by Naw-Ruz, the 
‘Baha'i New Year, on March 
al. 
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
